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O n March 4  the third Hanover Institute became a reality 
with the beginning of a  four-day study on Brazil. The In­
stitute, designed to study in depth a nation or country of 
great importance to us and to the world, was greatly en­
hanced by experts in the fields of government and culture.

In the planning nine months, Professors Robert Trimble, 
Emma Hill, and Robert Bowers, with student chairman Bob 
Randle, make final arrangements for the four-day Institute.

HANOVER COLLEGE 
SENDS CHOIR HERE

fndiana Group Sings Sacred 
and Secular Selections

The high standards o f  A m eri­
can college choirs w ere upheld 
Saturday evening in Carnegie 
Hall b y  an ensemble from  Han­
over College, Hanover, Ind., 
m aking its N ew Y ork  debut. 
The 72-voice a cappella group 
Is under the direction o f  Donald 
M orrison, who joined the col­
lege ’s facu ltiy  in 1957 after 
graduate study ' a t  Union Theo­
logical Sem inary here.

The program  was impeccably 
chosen. Sacred m usic made up 
the first half, w ith a  gentle, 
lovely  mass b y  Hasler as its 
core. Shorter w orks by Schuetz, 
M orley, Anerio, Johann Chris­
toph  Bach and M elchior Franck 
w ere even more affecting, par­
ticularly an “ echo chorus”  set­
ting  b y  Schuetz o f  Psalm 100.

The H anover Chamber Sing­
ers, • a  group o f  17, presented 
secular music, including three 
songs b y  Hindemith. Bernhard 
Heiden’s Three Divine Poems 
o f  John Donne and Jean B er­
ger ’s  F ive Canzonets were oth ­
e r  contem porary works, these 
fu n g  by the full choir. Folk- 
m usic settings by Vaughan 
W illiams and W illiam L. Daw­
son  completed the program .

M r. M orrison had trained his 
chorus to a high degree o f  tech­
n ical efficiency. Balance, phras­
ing, coordination and pitch were 
exemplary. H e did not ask his 
singers to  strain their young 
voices fo r  loud climaxes. The 
.results were always tasteful if  
.sometimes lacking in im pact in 
an auditorium the size o f  Car­
negie Hall.

The tigh t discipline o f  the 
singing tended to dehumanize it, 
and the obvious relish with 
w hich the ensembe sang the Ber­
b e r  canzonets ( “ Snake Baked 
a  H oecake,”  “ The Prune Song,” 
etc.) had a  bracing effect in an 
evening that had its enervating 
m om ents. The choir’s enuncia­
tion, on the whole understand­
able, could have been improved 
a t  times to enliven and color 
the m elodic lines.

B ut these are relatively small 
m atters to note in a  concert 
■that the college and its  choir 
could be proud of.

Basketball
As the basketball season rolled around hopes ran high 

for a .500 or better season. Gone from last year’s squad 
was All-Conference guard Gary Kemper, but his was the 
only big loss that needed to be replaced. Despite experi­
ence, the Panthers stumbled to a dismal 6-15 season.

Tn conference play the cagcmen were 4-6, good for a 
tie for fourth place. They beat Franklin twice while 
dropping two to Indiana Central and Manchester. The 
Panthers split the season series with Taylor and Anderson.

Hanover started the season on a  winning note by beat­
ing Marian in the Earlham tourney 72-59. However a 
loss to Manchester in the final game the following night 
gave them second place honors.

By the end of the first five games the Panthers had 
a respectable 3-2 record including a win over conference 
foe Anderson and another victory over Marian. Then the 
round-ballers dropped eleven of their next twelve contests.

Despite this drought in the victory column the Panthers 
provided local fans with some very exciting and highly 
competitive basketball. Throughout the season some of 
the best small college basketball quintets in the area came 
here. Kentucky Wesleyan brought to campus a tall and 
talented team that was ranked seventh in the small col­
lege poll. Georgetown’s two all-American guards, Cecil 
Tuttle and George Vories, also invaded the court.

In the last contest with Manchester, Hanover pressed 
the Spartans for three; quarters before finally falling in 
the final period. Although they lost, fans were treated to 
a  30 point performance by K en Trinkle.

Trinkle led the Hanover offense all season and finally 
ended with a  total of 411 points, good for a 20.5 a game 
average. His field goal shooting percentage of .606 was 
tops in the H CG. O n the basis of this performance 
Trinkle was selected for the All-Conference basketball 
team.
