T
HE interest shown by the students of Hanover College in the State Oratorical Association has 
extended over a long period of years. The first record dates as far back as 1877. The history 
of the local organization is exceedingly interesting, being a record of struggles when oratory was 

in its prime. Perhaps the most interesting of these early trials is the bitter fight staged by the men's 
literary societies, due to the admission of women as members of the Association.

Later, after the offer of the Voris prizes, a second change was made, in which more power was 
vested in the President of the College and the election contests done away with. Then the Voris prizes 
were withdrawn, but the gift of a scholarship for the succeeding year was immediately substituted.

On November 13, 1912, the Association had a new birth in the acceptance of a new constitution. 
This document makes every college student, who is a member in good standing in any of the literary 
societies, a member.

The local organization has done much to promote interest in oratory in Hanover College. In 
face of an apparent waning of spirit, they have successfully conducted the local contest, and have 
stimulated not only the lost art of speaking, but a live interest in the literary societies as well.
