Head of
at Washington University.

Is Chosen as English

Di. John Livingston * Lowes,
Ph. D.,. who was in charge of the
department of English here from
1895 to 1902 has recently been
lected by the Board of Director
Washington ‘University to become
the head of the English Depart-
ment of that institution,  Dr,
Lowes is, at present, Professor of
English at Swarthmore College,
Swarthmore Pennsylvania where
he will continue throughout the
Academic year,

The vacancy at Wasl: ington Uni-
versity- is caused by the resignation
of Professor lh'm,\ Caples Penn,
whose need of a long period of rest
to recover from strain incident to
his work has led him to act upon
the advice of physicians

In 1888 Dr. Lowes graduated
from Washington and Jefferson
College, and in 1891 received from
that institution his degree of Mas-
ter-of-Arts,  Duringe '94-95 Dr.
Lowes was a student in the Univer-
sity of Berlin and that of Leipzig.

At the close of his professorship
in Hanover in 1902 he entered the
Graduate School at Harvard and
made English his major, From
Harvard he received the M. A,
Degree in 1903 and that of Doctor
of Philosophy in 1905,

During summer sessions of 1902,
4, 05 he was Lecturer in English
in New York University and at
present he is one of the Ropes’
Lecturers in Comparative Litera-
ture at Cincinnati University,

While Dr, Lowes is not a Han-
over graduate, yet those who know
of him are glad of his success.
Since leaving Hanover he has es-
tablished himself in. a high rank
as & Chaucer Scholar, and his pub-
lications have atfracted marked at-
tention both at home and abroad.

Morse Math Room.

The room in which Prof, Boyd
holds his classes is known as the
Morse mathematieal room, in hon-

The wife and children of Prof,
Morse have recently done much
to improve the room, redecorating
the walls, putting in_slate black-
hoards, and heavy cork linoleum
upon the Hoor.

This room has been the scene of
mathematieal research for about
twenty  years. The subject was
formerly taught in the room now
occupied by Prof. Tyler, and when
Prof. Morse took possi '.~amn of the
present room, it was ‘‘beautiful
for situation,” but woefully lack-
ing in equipment. A small black-
board, 4ftx8fts stood upon an easel,
affording the sole means for -dem-
onstration before the class. But
Prof. Morse saw its possibilities,
and set to work to develop them,
