Seniors exit! . They have toiled
through these four years with
something in view, whether they
discerned any particular goal in
their Freshman year or not, none-
theless there has been an uncon-
scious strife for self development.
Perhaps some have never asked
themselves that widely quoted
question: ‘“*What am I here for”?
It may never have occurred to
some, as & Freshman, Sophomore
or as a Junior that he was here for
any great thing.

student publication. It goes on to
say:— "There is entirely too much
stress laid upon the making of ‘one’
in DePauw. The student who can
make such a grade is, without fur-
ther discussion, ranked as a schol-
ar; he is the man to whom we are
supposed to look for an example of
scholarly studentship. But the
making of a high grade-does not
neccessarily imply that the maker
has mastered the subject; that he
has grasped the fundamental prin-
ciples which his professor has aim-
ed to teach.

A man should come to College
with the intention of broadening
his mind' of enriching his store of
knowledge along certain definite
lines. of developing a character
that will be of service to mankind.
The Depauw student ‘worships too
devoutly at the shrine of ‘‘His
Highness, the one.”

That little **god” has become a
jealous ruler, And while burning
sacrifices at this altar to the god
the student has forgotten and ex-

cluded the basic principles of his
college education.

It concludes with the assertion
that the Freshman becomes early
inclined with the idea tha% the
high grade is the highest goal of
college attainment, This principle
is held up to him as fundamental
rather than that of the mastery of
his subject.

The 1909 class has in it the ele-
ment of laborers for the cause of
the men with whom they come in

contact. We believe they hold up
