HISTORY ()FV HANOVER’S
JOURNALISM

It is agreeable to say that Han-
over College this year has undoubt
edly surpassed all previous efforts
in her journalism. This assertion
is safe, however, only on the
grounds that for the first time in
the history of the College, there

others of Hanover's grand veter-
ans. And through it all, may these
and the rest of the alumni remem-
ber, those young College men of
the \70’s and 80’s constantly re-
minded their alumni that they
were expected to contribute liber-
ally, any articles, poems or letters,
which would **be for the interest
of. the dear old college.”

The earliest student publication
in Hanover was the “Gnivri.” As
the name suggests, this was named
for Washington Irving, The first
issue appeared in the fall, Nov, 3,
of 1875, with Chas. E. Heckman
and Judge J. B. Swing -the lat-
ter now in .Cincinnati courts— as
its editors. It was & monthly and
it's fixed price was 81,50 per year.

The Gnivri continued only
through °76. Then appeared the
“Hanover College  Monthly,”
which extended throughout '78.
The first issue coming out in  Oct-
ober, 1877. On the editorial staff
of this organ were John F. Baird,
John E. Hays, Wm. A. Foster
and Robert C. Lamb. The circulat-
_on price was 81.00 per year.

Journalistic spirit seemed to
lapse then for a short period of
two years. But again the necessity

But the spirit did not die. Nath-
an Powell, of the '84 class, got he-
hind the perr as Editor-in-Chief
and in the fall of *83 was printed
the first **Hanover Monthly,” (dis-
tinct*from the *‘Hanover College
Monthly”) Assisting the Editor-in-
Chief of this paper were Samuel
A. Moffet and G. F. Crozier, the
former ass’t. Editor-in-Chief, the
latter as Bus. Mgr. The circula-
tion price was $1.50 per annum.
This was the most durable student
publication in the history of the
College. It continued 'til '87,

At this period there was a ileci-

in-Chief and Bus. Mgr. The publi-
cation of the Revonah became the
honor of each class in its Junior
year, the 08 and the 09 class
having well perpetuated the cus-
tom, This year’'s Revonah should
be no exception to the rule.of con-
stant growth which has character-
ized the three preceding.

So journalism has been and is.in
Hanover a thing essential to the
sound spirit of the institution and
the society of the students and
alumni. In the past the alumni as
well as the students have aided in
the betterment ' of this feature,
Even so today, in making our how
to the public in general and to the
alumni, the. Triangle Editors ap-
peal to them all, as the ones on
whom largely depends the success
of this paper and, indeed, the suc-
cess of our whole institution- ,
